TEACHING ACTIVITY 

UNDERGRADUATE COURSES/ASSIGNMENTS

TED 1312: Introduction to Education (Middle/Secondary)

Semester: Fall 2023

This course was redesigned in summer 2023 to expose students to a variety of career opportunities available to professional educators including: 1) informal education 2) Christian and private school education and 3) public-school education. The students complete a month-long, in-person tutoring experience.

TED 1312: Introduction to Teaching I (Elementary)


Semesters: Fall 2005, Spring 2006


This course provides preparation in the role of a teacher. Students learn teaching strategies that are then applied in a tutoring experience.
TED 2340: Teaching in Secondary Schools 


Semesters: Fall 2012

Designed to provide teacher education students with an introduction to the role of secondary teacher. This course focuses on preparing students for their role as future educators and involves a field experience at a juvenile justice center school.

TED 3340-41: Secondary Teaching Associate Practicum I & II


Semesters: Fall & Spring, 2014-19
Designed to prepare the junior the teacher candidate to become a highly effective secondary teacher. This course focuses on key research-based instructional strategies and provides in-class opportunities to practice and implement those strategies. 
TED 3342: School and Classroom Environment


Semesters: Fall 2020-23
Designed to prepare the junior the teacher candidate to become a highly effective secondary teacher. This course focuses on key research-based instructional strategies and provides in-class opportunities to practice and implement those strategies. This new version of TED 3340-41 incorporates clinical observations through biweekly observations on the four Baylor University Professional Development School secondary campuses.

TED 3387: Middle and Secondary Science Methods

Semesters: Fall 2020-22
Designed to prepare the junior middle grades and secondary science education teacher candidates to plan and implement inquiry-based science instruction to meet the needs of diverse learners using appropriate resources and technology. The course concentrates on the development of effective lesson planning and implementation of research-based science pedagogy. The clinical experience is offered as a separate experience in the following spring semester.
TED 3387-88: Secondary Science Practicum I & II

Semesters: Fall & Spring, 2011-2019
Designed to prepare the junior secondary science education teacher candidate to plan and implement inquiry-based science instruction to meet the needs of diverse learners using appropriate resources and technology. This course includes a daily clinical experience on a PDS campus.
TED 3641: Teaching Associate Secondary


Semesters: Spring 2023

This course combines a practicum in a local secondary classroom with a one-time each week seminar. This course will prepare the teaching associate to plan and implement effective instruction to meet the needs of diverse learners using appropriate resources and technology. The purpose of this course is to deepen candidates’ understanding in content, pedagogy, skills, assessment, values, and resources necessary to effectively teach students in grades 7-12.

TED 4325: Teaching Science in Secondary Schools


Semesters: Fall 2018, 2010 & 2011


Designed to pedagogically prepare the secondary science education student to have a working knowledge of national and state standards, curricular approaches to science education, scientific inquiry, assessment, and science laboratory safety.
TED 4399: International Internship Comparative Education


Semesters: Fall 2018

This program is designed to extend the teaching experience for teacher candidates in the School of Education at Baylor University. Teacher candidates engage in a cultural exchange, travel, and education program in Australia, including three weeks of teaching and a comparative study of educational systems and instructional strategies.

TED 4640-43 Internship Secondary, Parts I-IV


Semesters: Fall 2006, Spring 2007, Spring 2023

Full-time teaching experience in a professional development school. A mentor teacher and resident faculty support teacher candidates as they gradually assume complete responsibilities for teaching. Course includes two eighty-minute seminars per week. Planning and preparing lessons and materials for full-time teaching. Includes completion of content modules, conferencing with mentor teacher and university instructor, written lesson reflections, observation of lessons taught by master teachers, and preparation of electronic portfolio.
ISCI 2420: Integrated Science: Chemistry and Life Science

Semesters: Fall & Spring 2015-16

Designed to prepare pre-service elementary teachers for the wide range of topics required to effectively teach EC-6 science. The topics for this course are specifically aligned to the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills, the National Science Teachers Association K-12 Framework for Science, and the Next Generation Science Standards.

GRADUATE COURSES TAUGHT 
EDC 6355: Concepts of Teaching and Teacher Education

Semester: Fall 2023

This course focuses on the profession of teaching and the preparation of teachers; roles of teachers in American society; diverse means of studying and conceiving of teaching and teacher education; research in teaching and teacher education; pedagogical reflection; and trends and issues in state, national, and international teacher education. 
EDC 6393 Problem of Practice-Capstone

Semester: Summer 2022

The purpose of this course is for students to defend their Problem of Practice/Dissertation and complete all graduation requirements. 

EDC 6333: Problem of Practice-Data Analysis

Semester: Spring 2022

The purpose of this course is for students to analyze data collected in support of their Problem of Practice/Dissertation. 

EDC 6391/92: Problem of Practice Phase One and Two (combined)


Semester: Spring 2021

The purpose of this course is for students to develop the review of the literature and the research methodology for their Problem of Practice/Dissertation. 

EDC 6360: Instructional Design 

Semesters: Spring/Summer 2020, Spring/Summer/Fall 2021/Spring 2022
The purpose of this course is to examine theoretical and practical approaches related to the identification, design, implementation, and evaluation of instruction in multiple professional contexts. 

EDC 5348: Issues in Curriculum Development

Semester: Summer 2019

Designed to prepare the master’s student with a working knowledge of contemporary and relevant curriculum issues and the impacts of those issues on schools.

EDC 5310: Principles and Strategies for Effective Discipline and Classroom Management

Semesters: Summer 2018, 2019
This course prepares teacher candidates in the principles of classroom discipline and management, including analysis of the dynamics of the classroom, application and evaluation of interactive models of classroom management, and legal issues of student behavior management.
EDC 5363: Observation and Participation in Middle and Secondary Schools
Semesters: Summer 2018, 2019
This course was developed to allow the Master of Arts in Teaching student opportunities to interact with middle and high school students during informal education experiences. The course provides the teacher candidate with foundational knowledge in inquiry-based, project-based, and problem-based learning. The experiences scaffold the teacher candidate’s professional growth with opportunities to observe students and participate as counselors/instructors in summer camp experiences and will serve to inform instructional planning and implementation in future formal clinical experiences.

EDC 5317: Special Techniques in Secondary Schools

Semesters: Summer 2012-2014, Fall 2019-2022
Designed to pedagogically prepare the secondary Strickland Scholar/MAT student to understand and implement national and state standards, historical and current curricular and reform issues, and special techniques of instruction and assessment required by effective secondary classroom teachers.
EDC 5499: Secondary Graduate Teaching Internship (2-semester course)
Semesters: Fall & Spring, 2011-2015

Designed to prepare the Strickland Scholar with key research-based instructional strategies and provide in-class opportunities to practice and implement those strategies. This course includes a full-time clinical experience.
